An educational experience awaits guests 
at the Living Desert, dedicated to the
preservation and interpretation of the
desert. A preserve for endangered species
and a wildlife refuge, it is also a nationally
recognized plant and animal research
facility. Of the reserve’s 1,200 acres, 
24 are devoted to gardens and exhibits.

During a docent tour, explore acres of
gardens and encounter the desert’s natural
habitats. The reserve also features exhibits
on Indian history and geology, a walk-
through aviary, the Village WaTuTu and
desert animal exhibits, and the magnificent
Eagle Canyon for an up-close look at 

some of the desert’s awe-inspiring preda-
tors. Discover nearly 450 fascinating desert
animals, representing over 152 species.

The
village was once a major, food-gathering
area for the tribe. The abundance of
mesquite and palms provided a substantial
source of food. Learn how they lived,
hunted and used desert plants for food,
clothing, construction, implements,
weapons and medicine. Relive their culture
and customs. As you visit each “kish” 
or dwelling, learn about the ceremonies 

for naming, passage to adulthood, and
marriage. Explore a natural palm oasis and
venture into narrow canyons carved by
water and thrust up the San Andreas Fault.
